THE ART OF BROOKLYN FILM FESTIVAL RULES AND REGULATIONS
1) If you are a filmmaker or artist who can demonstrate a meaningful connection between your film and Brooklyn, you are welcome to submit. 
For example: 
– You live and/or work in Brooklyn or have spent significant time here
– You were born and raised in Brooklyn and live elsewhere
– Your film was shot in Brooklyn
– Your cast or crew are from Brooklyn
– Brooklyn played a significant part in the creation of your film

In the past, in addition to Brooklyn-born/based filmmakers, we have screened a documentary by an Italian filmmaker about a Hassidic Brooklyn rapper, a Turkish film inspired by Brooklyn’s diversity, a claymation short by a young animator who was born and raised in Brooklyn, Australia, and a horror film by a director who was born and raised in Brooklyn but now lives in Sydney.
2) The Art of Brooklyn Film Festival considers and programs from all genres including comedy, drama, documentary, animation, horror, sci-fi, experimental and avant-garde. Our Film Screening panel watches every submission and and selects films in conjunction with our Festival Director. Our Judges panel selects the winning film in each category.
3) We will accept submissions until April, 3rd 2014.
4) The Art of Brooklyn Film Festival strongly prefers to program premieres but we consider all films submitted. Please note the screening history of your film in your application and let us know if the version you're entering is substantially different from one that has screened previously. 
5) All films submitted must be completed by April, 3rd 2014.
6) All submissions must include 2 DVD screeners in NTSC format or an online screener. All DVD's must include film title, Director’s name and your Withoutabox tracking number.
7) All filmmakers must have an exhibition format available on DVD or QuickTime.
8) If you film is accepted, entrants will be solely responsible for delivering exhibition video materials to and from the festival venue. The Art of Brooklyn cannot be held liable for exhibition print/video materials that are lost or damaged. 
9) Complete electronic press kits are required within 5 business days after acceptance. Filmmakers will be provided with a link to an online form to enter press kit information and attach images. EMAILED DOCS, PDFs, HARD COPIES OR SCANS OF TEXT WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
10) Payment made by credit card through Withoutabox.com is preferred. Checks or money orders included in submissions will be accepted. Checks or Money Orders must be made out to: The Art of Brooklyn Festival.
