Submission		
1.1	VALÈIFF	accepts	both	Spanish	and	foreign	films	with	Spanish	or	English	sub8tles,	or	without	sub8tles	if	the	language	of	the	film	is	Cas8lian	Spanish	or	English.	
1.2	Registra8on	fees	must	be	paid	through	our	submission	plaBorms	at	the	8me	of	submission,	and	they	are	non-refundable.	
1.3	Mul8ple	entries	from	the	same	submiFer	are	accepted.	An	entry	fee	(available	on	the	plaBorms)	must	accompany	each	film	submission.	
1.4	Films	can	be	entered	more	than	once,	provided	they	have	not	been	selected	previously.	
1.5	A	film	submiFed	to	VALÈIFF	only	competes	in	VALÈIFF.	If	you	wish	to	compete	in	MADRIFF,	BARCIFF,	SEVIFF,	LISBIFF,	or	MONTIFF,	you	must	visit	their	respec8ve	pages	
on	the	submission	plaBorms	and	submit	an	entry	there,	as	the	fes8vals	have	independent	selec8on	processes	and	do	not	share	the	same	jury.	
1.6	Films	must	be	submiFed	through	our	registra8on	plaBorms	and	made	available	for	viewing	through	these	plaBorms.	Postal	submissions	are	not	accepted.	
1.7	We	accept	works	from	any	country	in	the	world,	produced	on	or	a[er	1	January	2023.	
1.8	VALÈIFF	does	not	provide	exemp8ons,	waiver	codes,	or	free	registra8ons.	
	
Categories:		
2.1	All	films	must	be	submiFed	in	digital	format	under	the	correct	category,	respec8ng	the	following	length	guidelines:	
•	Supershort	(documentary,	fic8on,	experimental):	up	to	5	minutes	
•	Short	Film	(documentary,	fic8on,	experimental):	up	to	30	minutes	
•	Short	Documentary:	up	to	30	minutes	
•	Short	Anima8on:	up	to	30	minutes	
•	FeatureFe	(anima8on,	documentary,	fic8on):	30	to	60	minutes	
•	Feature	Film:	over	60	minutes	
•	Feature	Documentary:	over	60	minutes	
•	Music	Video:	up	to	15	minutes	
	
Official	Selec<on	•	Awards		
3.1	Every	three	months,	a	selec8on	of	films	from	each	category	will	be	chosen	for	the	compe88on.	
3.2	The	films	selected	for	the	compe88on	will	be	announced	on	VALÈIFF‘s	social	media	plaBorms.	
3.3	Our	team	will,	at	their	discre8on,	choose	works	from	the	selected	Supershorts,	Short	Films,	Short	Anima8ons,	Short	Documentaries,	and	Music	Videos	to	be	screened	
at	the	quarterly	events;	this	selec8on	is	unrelated	to	the	determina8on	of	the	winners	in	October.	FeatureFes,	Feature	Films,	and	Feature	Documentaries	compete	in	the	
contest	but	are	not	screened	at	the	quarterly	events.	
3.4	All	selected	films	automa8cally	compete	in	the	addi8onal	categories	of	BEST	DIRECTION,	BEST	ACTRESS,	and	BEST	ACTOR	at	no	extra	cost.	
3.5	In	the	first	week	of	October,	the	jury	will	announce	the	winners	from	each	category	to	take	part	in	the	awards	event	in	València,	Spain,	later	that	month.	
3.6	All	winning	films	will	receive	the	VALÈIFF	trophy,	and	any	honourable	men8ons	will	receive	a	VALÈIFF	cer8ficate.	
3.7	Submi3ng	does	not	guarantee	your	film	as	an	official	selec8on	of	VALÈIFF,	a	selec8on	does	not	guarantee	your	film	to	be	screened	and	a	selec8on	does	not	
guarantee	your	film	as	a	prize	winner.	
3.8	The	decisions	of	the	VALÈIFF	selec8on	commiFee	and	jury	are	final.	The	results	of	submissions	will	be	disclosed	through	our	registra8on	plaBorms.	The	winners	will	
be	announced	on	VALÈIFF‘s	Instagram	account,	and	it	is	the	sender's	responsibility	to	monitor	the	status	of	their	submission.	
3.9	VALÈIFF	does	not	provide	feedback	on	the	submiFed	films	or	the	jury’s	decisions.
