RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. GENERAL DESCRIPTION
1.1. The purpose of this festival is through using the narrative of cinema to raise public awareness about gender issues. To create a space for the discussion of women’s experiences and they are faced with as well as to introduce female directors, cinematographers, film-music composers and other women film-makers both Turkish and foreign, to the each other and the festival audience.

1.2. 16th Flying Broom International Women’s Film Festival (FBWFF) will take place on May 8-15, 2014 in Ankara, Turkey.
1.3.  The festival accepts submissions of feature length fiction, documentaries and short films that are directed by women or co-directed by at least one woman. The films produced in 2013-2014 are eligible.
1.4. Selected films will be screened in their original versions with electronic subtitles in Turkish. In principle, if the original language of the film is not English, submitted formats must be subtitled in English. 
1.5. Applications to the Festival must be made by the official Entry Form which can be downloaded from the festival website. Participants are urged to deliver the entry form and all requested publicity material for promotion purposes to the festival by 10th March 2014.
1.6. A selected film cannot be withdrawn from the program after March 31st  2014.
2. SUBMISSION FORM AND MATERIALS
2.1. Applicants are requested to send the following materials for pre-selection by March 10th, 2014 :
· A completed and duly signed entry form

· One full-length DVD (PAL) copy of the film. The screener must be labeled with the title, director’s name, length, format, and must be English subtitled.
· Credits of the film 
· Synopsis of the film in English

· A complete dialogue list/subtitle list in English

· Trailer of the film

· Detailed bio-filmography of the director 

· Photograph of the director / hard copy or jpg in high resolution (300 dpi)

· Stills from the film / hard copy or jpg in high resolution (300 dpi)

· Posters (at least 3), brochures (at least 10)

· Press reviews and additional publicity material (if available)

2.2. None of the above listed submission enclosures will be returned.
2.3. After official selection of a film, the festival is entitled to use excerpts from the film of a maximum of 3 minutes, nationally and internationally for promotional purposes.
2.4. The content of the catalogue is entirely at the discretion of the festival.
2.5. The festival website is entitled to use any photo for the promotion of both the film and the festival program.
3. SELECTION 
3.1. The films submitted to the Festival will be previewed by the Selection Committee. The results will be announced to the submitters by the festival team.
3.2. Arrangement of the festival’s screening program is entirely at the discretion of the festival management.
3.3.  Generally, the selected film are displayed in two screenings through the festival. 
3.4. The film to win the FIPRESCI Award given to one of the films competing in the “Each Has A Different Color” section of the program will be screened after the Closing Ceremony on May 15th for the third time.

5. TRANSPORTATION
5.1. Shipment costs of prints both to and from the festival will be paid by the festival only if the prints are sent from and returned to their sources. In case the print is shared with another festival, Flying Broom Women’s Film Festival will pay for the return transportation charges only. The films must be sent prepaid by the other festival. 
5.2. No collect shipments are accepted unless authorized by the Flying Broom Women’s Film Festival. Storage, customs, insurance and handling charges in Turkey will be covered by the Flying Broom Women’s Film Festival. Films will be returned within three weeks after the closing of the Festival. The consignee will be notified of the shipping details. The Festival is not responsible for storage fees at the airport.
5.3. It is the responsibility of each participant to inform the festival until May 8th 2014 of any change in the details of the return address as well as the desired date of arrival at the return address. 
5.4. The Festival is responsible for the insurance of the prints selected, from the moment they are received by the Festival to the moment they are collected by the forwarding agent. 
6. CONCLUSION
The selection of a film implies unconditional acceptance of these rules and regulations. In unforeseen circumstances, the festival management is the entity to make the final decision. 
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
