The inscriptions for the 7t Student Film Festival FENACIES
(Uruguay) are now open for submissions

The 2017 Student Film Festival of Uruguay (FENACIES) opened its submission period on the
18™ April. Like in years before, all students from all around the world (from primary school
to university) have the opportunity to submit their short films, for no charge, which will then
be shown in Montevideo in the last week of September. All the films must be subtitled in
Spanish in case it’s not the spoken language.

The festival, now in its 7™ year, will take place from the 11" September to the 1% October.
As always, at FENACIES we are looking to carry out new ideas and are always aiming to
improve both the quality and management of the activities. For this reason, this year’s
festival will have workshops, presentations and various bases across the country.

During the first week of the festival there will be workshops and exhibitions in the interior of
the country; the second week (spring holidays) will consist of workshops in Montevideo; and
in the third week we will show the chosen short films, as well as there being a symposium
held in the Regional Office of UNESCO in Montevideo. The winners will be announced on
Sunday 1%t October at the closing ceremony.

FENACIES is a non-profit organisation founded in 2011 which grew from the idea of creating
a film festival tailored specifically for young people, in which the competition is fair and
creativity and effort are valued.

From the beginning, the festival was declared of interest to education by the Council for
Pre-school and Primary Education, of interest to culture by the Ministry of Education and
Culture and of interest to tourism by the Ministry of Tourism and Sport. In addition, since
2015 the festival has received institutional sponsorship from UNESCO.

The main goal of the festival is to enhance education in audiovisual media for the youngest
people in society, and for these young people to be able to express their ideas through short
films which can then be seen on the big screen.

Guidelines

- Each participant may submit as many submissions as they like.

- There are 4 genres: fiction, documentary, animation and music video.

- There are 5 categories: Primary school, Secondary school, High school, University
and Amateur.

- The theme is of the participant’s choice.

- Participants must get a submission form from produccionfenacies@gmail.com,

which will be open until the 20t June. The short films must last no longer than 15
minutes.
- The submission process is completed once the short has been sent.
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- The jury will select the chosen shorts which will then be announced on our Facebook
page.

- Participation is free but the cost of sending the films must be borne by the
participants (we recommend that the films are sent via wetransfer).

- All the films must be subtitled in Spanish in case it’s not the spoken language.

- Short films whose contents are not suitable for minors will not be selected.

2015 cuenta con el Auspicio Institucional de la UNESCO.

El principal objetivo del festival es fortalecer la educacion audiovisual en los
mas jovenes, y que a través de la realizacion de cortos puedan expresar sus ideas para
que luego se puedan ver reflejadas en la pantalla grande.

Durante la semana del festival se van exhibir los cortometrajes que queden
seleccionados.

Bases

- Cada participante podra presentar la cantidad de obras que desee.

- Habra 4 géneros: ficcion, documental, animacion y videoclip.

- Habra 5 categorias: Primaria, Secundaria (Ciclo basico), Bachillerato,
Universidad y Amateur.

- Latematica es totalmente libre.

- Los participantes tendran que solicitar la ficha de inscripcion a través de
produccionfenacies@gmail.com, donde tendran tiempo hasta el 20 de Junio y
los cortometrajes no podran durar mas de 15 minutos.

- Lainscripcion del corto finaliza cuando se entrega el cortometraje.
